Fulton County Fiscal Court
February 11, 2019
The Fulton County Fiscal Court met in regular session on Monday, February 11, 2019. Jim Martin, Fulton County Judge/ Executive called the meeting to order at 6:00PM. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Judge Jim Martin led the Pledge of Allegiance and Hugh Caldwell gave the invocation. A quorum was established to continue with the meeting.
ATTENDANCE
Present at the meeting was Jim Martin, Jim Paitsel, Wade Adams, Hugh Caldwell, Shaun Parks, Leslie Woods, Alan Coffey, and Tom Hodges. Naomi T. Jones, Fulton County Clerk was absent. Media present was Barbara Atwill. Guests present were Steven Williams, J. L. Atwill, David Thomas, John Elliott, Brian Cruce, and Wendy Baxter, Sullivan University in Mayfield Representative. 
BUSINESS
Wendy Baxter, representing Sullivan University, addressed the Court about the recently opened facility in Mayfield and presented the Court members with informational packets about the facility and opportunities provided. 
MINUTES
With Paitsel making the motion, Caldwell second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the minutes of the January 14, 2019 regular session (Rec. Minute Book 2 PG 30) and January 25, 2019 special called session (Rec. Minute Book 2 PG 34) of the Fulton County Fiscal Court by Naomi T. Jones, Fulton County Clerk.
With Caldwell making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the Treasurer’s report ending January 31, 2019, by Leslie Woods, Fulton County Treasurer. 
The Court reviewed the Fulton County Detention Center Police and Procedures Manual for 2019 as presented by Steven Williams, Fulton County Jailer. (Rec. Order Book 25 PG 99) With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the Fulton County Detention Center Policy and Procedures Manual for 2019 retroactive to January 1, 2019. 
Steven Williams addressed the Court on the need for two vehicles at the Fulton County Detention Center to replace two existing vehicles. One is a 15 passenger van for carrying work crews to various sites and the other is a SUV for use by the Jailer. Mr. Williams presented the Court with his suggestions for the specifications for the two vehicles and quotes from an area dealer. Since the quotes for both vehicles were over $20, 000.00, the two vehicles would need to be advertised for bids.  With Adams making the motion, Caldwell second, and all voting aye, the Court authorized the advertising in the local newspaper and Steven Williams contact area dealerships for bids on two jail vehicles, a van, and suv, with plain specifications with a decision to be made from the bids received.
The Court reviewed the Administrative Code Chapters 1,2, & 3 and offered suggestions and asked for clarifications of the sections of the above Chapters. 
Chapter 2 Section 2.3 Clarifying the County Judge/Executive has the authority to create, abolish or combine as special district with Fiscal Court approval. Section 2.4 The County would be represented on all county boards in which County participation is required. And special district boards would provide by-laws, list of board members, financial documents to the County Judge/Executive’s office. Chapter 3 Section 3.7 Omit in Section 3.7 Robert’s Rules of Order is not adopted by the Fulton County Fiscal Court.
Tommy Hodges briefly explained the County Road Aid (CRA) hearing process as an opportunity for the for the public to make comments and suggestions for the use of County Road Aid funds received from the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet for use on County Roads and/or County Road Department operations.
With Adams making the motion, Parks seconds, and all voting aye, the Court authorized the advertising for the County Road Aid hearing on March 11, 2019 at 6:00pm.
With Adams making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye the Court authorized the advertising for the Local Government Economic Assistance (LGEA) hearing on March 11, 2019.
With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approve the following personnel actions: Ashlynne Lynch is employed full-time at the Fulton County Detention as of January 22, 2019 at a rate of $12.00 per hour; Robert Matthew Johnson was terminated from the Fulton County Detention Center on January 23, 2019, with the last work day January 19, 2019; Kelon Richardson was terminated from the Fulton County Detention Center on February 11, 2019, with his last work February 7, 2019. 
With Adams making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the Jail Kitchen Construction bills for payment.
With Caldwell making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the transfers for the General Fund.
With Adams making the motion, Caldwell second, and all voting aye, the court approved bills to be paid. 
With Caldwell making the motion, Paitsel second, and all voting aye, the Court approved entering Executive Closed Session at 6:55 PM for discussion of personnel issues. 
With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved returning from Executive Closed Session at 8:00 PM having taken no action and no decisions made.
With Caldwell making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court adjourned at 1:30PM
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
