Derek Goodson stated that the deputies have been working hard patrolling and bringing in seizure money, but these monies are only available to be used for equipment, investigation and awareness for drugs.  These funds can not be used as payroll funds for an officer.  Derek Goodson did explain that he has been working with AOC to get court security for our courthouse, which would free up an extended amount of time for his officers and allow them to actually patrol and transport more often, which would bring in more revenue to the office. The court agreed they would work the deputy salary into the budget. 
Jim Paitsel has stated that he is withdrawing from the incentive pay for the magistrates. 
The court agreed to table a discussion on the pay for the county board of elections and election officers until the next regular meeting.
