May 13, 2019
Fulton County Fiscal Court was called to order by Judge Exec. Jim Martin at 6 PM. The Pledge was led by Wade Adams and invocation was given by Hugh Caldwell.

Minutes (Rec. Minute Book 2 PG 43, 48, & 49)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the minutes for April 15th, April 18th and May 2nd.  
County Attorney Report
There was no report given.
Treasurer’s Report (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 307)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the treasurer’s report.  
Business
INRE: Republic 
Chad Brown and Mack McCullough spoke to the Court about providing curbside service to the Fulton County residents.  Brown stated that Republic already picks up in Hickman and would be willing to negotiate a contract for the county residents as well.  Brown sited that this would keep the county cleaner, ensure waste is disposed properly and provide more organized trash disposal.  Brown quoted a price of $14 per household if all 1100 county residents signed up for trash pickup for a 5-year contract.  This would not allow for Republic to do the billing.  This would be if the County provided the billing, in which there would be an administrative fee added on to this price to process the billing and collection of funds.  Brown stated this would still be under the open market price, which usually runs $20-21 per household per month.  Jim Martin questioned if this would cause a franchise to be established. He also stated the county doesn’t have the mechanisms to be billing the residents.  Brown is going to bring a different proposal back to reflect the new information and numbers based on not having every household signing up for Republic.  Hugh Caldwell suggested an indorsement to encourage residents to go with this company in order to keep the cost lower.

Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the Judge Exec. Twin Oaks contract.  This contract was previously voted on but there were errors pertaining to equipment, thus a new contract was drawn up.

Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the 2018 Annual Settlement from Sheriff Woods’ accounts.

Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the 2018 Annual Settlement from Sheriff Goodson’s accounts.  
INRE: Fulton County Board of Elections payment Twice a year beginning May 2019 Primary Election 
Motion made by Shaun Parks, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the rate of pay for the County Board of Elections, which is $300.00 per election starting with the May 2019 Primary Election.
INRE: Fulton County Election Workers payment increase beginning May 2019 Primary Election
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to increase the poll worker pay beginning in the 2019 May Primary Election cycle.  
INRE: Fulton County Clerk Calculation of Motor Vehicle & Boat Bills for 2018                                       (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 368)
Motion made by Shaun Parks, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the payment of $941.55 reimbursement fee to the County Clerk for mailing out 6277 motor tax bills.  Naomi Jones stated this is a reimbursement bill that the state requires the Fiscal Court to pay to the County Clerk for the bills that have been sent to the residents of Fulton County.  
INRE: First Reading of County of Fulton Budget 
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the first reading of the Fulton County Budget for FY 2019/2020.  Jim Martin stated there would be a slight increase in the $56,000.00 transfer from Road Department to the General Fund.  This transfer is a state calculated amount for administrative support.  
INRE: Salary Order FY 2019/2020
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the FY 2019/2020 salary order.  
INRE: Annual Standing Order to Pre-Approve Certain Recurring Expenses FY 2019/2020
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members to approve recurring expenses for the FY 2019/2020. 
INRE: Authorize Purchase of Road Department Truck from State Price Contract                                     (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 369) 
Motion made by Shaun Parks, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the purchase of a 2019 Chevrolet Silverado 1500 pickup from Linwood.  Jim Martin stated this money was approved in the previous budget, which had $40,000.00.  The truck is listed at $31,387.28 on a state contracted price.  
INRE: Settlement of Insurance Claim for Jail Roof (Executive Order Written)                                       (Rec. Order Bk 25 PG 370)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by the following members, Hugh Caldwell, Shaun Parks, and Wade Adams.  Jim Paitsel abstains.  Jim Martin stated he made an executive order to forego the bid process because the leaking roof was a hazard to the inmates.  There is an estimated cost from Swift Roofing in the amount of $117,670.00, of that the insurance will cover $34,565.76.  This cost covers replacing the roof, vapor barriers and insulation.  Jim Paitsel asked if there was an architect that drew plans for this roof.  Jim Martin stated that he is unsure if the plans were followed to the architect’s specifications.  
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to pursue a suit against the architect, inspector and all parties involved in the design and inspection of the 300 block of the Detention Center if all the specs were not correctly followed.  David Thomas stated that if you deviate from the agreed specs then the company ultimately washes their hands of any wrongdoing.  There should have been change orders if the original specs were not followed, stated David Thomas. 



INRE: Discuss Landscaping Clinics
Steven Williams stated that the SAP inmates had a project going to design and landscape the medical clinics.  Jim Martin stated that they were able to stay under budget and they have done a great job.  Martin also stated that this is also now a maintenance project for the SAP inmates.  They will be maintaining these landscapes which keeps the clinics from outsourcing the maintenance.  
INRE: Dispatch Request to add one additional part-time dispatcher
Jim Martin stated that the Dispatch has requested to add an additional part-time dispatcher.  They have already had interviews and will be ready to present a new hire at the next meeting, if we approve the hiring of a new part-time employee.  
INRE: Fulton County Employees (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 379)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the employees. Steven Williams stated that the GED/AA Instructor has been changed from salary to an hourly wage due to the fact that the state was requiring retirement to be withheld since he was already enrolled in a Kentucky retirement program at another job.  According to the change, this employee will continue be on hourly until Dec. 2019, with retirement coming out. Jan 1, 2020 this employee will be hourly and be considered contract labor, thus taking the employee off our state retirement account. 
INRE: Fulton County Detention Center Kitchen Construction Bills (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 384)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members to approve the kitchen bills.  Hugh Caldwell asked how much longer until the kitchen will be finished.  Steven Williams stated that they are stalled on the electric and the cooler issues.  There are still some window and lock issues to clear up but the kitchen is near completion.
INRE: Transfers (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 385)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the transfers. 
INRE: Executive Closed Session
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to enter into executive closed session at 7:15 PM. 
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to exit executive closed session at 7:23 PM. 
No action was taken in closed session. 
INRE: Bills 
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the bills. 
INRE: Other Business
Items from the jail were presented to the court to be considered surplus property, in which the county could sell or give to another government agency.  The first item is a stainless-steel table that the Senior Citizens organization would like to have. The second is a 2006 Dodge Charger that the Fulton County school system would like to utilize for the Resource Officer’s use.  Rick Major stated the AG’s office has a form that would need to be used in order to properly dispose of these items to the respective parties. Motion was made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to give these items to the county agencies. 
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to appoint John Thompson to the Fulton County Senior Citizens Board, filling the unexpired term of Laverne Sublette, who has retired.  John Thompson’s term will expire December 31, 2019.
