June 17, 2019
Fulton County Fiscal Court was called to order by Judge Exec. Jim Martin at 6 PM.  The Pledge was led by Wade Adams and the invocation given by Hugh Caldwell.

Motion made by Shaun Parks, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the May 13, 2019 minutes.  
COUNTY ATTORNEY REPORT
There was no report given.
COUNTY TREASURER’S REPORT (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 391)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the treasurer’s report. 
DISCUSSION
Jim Martin stated there was a committee established to look at purchasing a new road grader.  The county had a lease on the current road grader that was expiring, so the county had to decide if they wanted to keep the current lease or purchase a different road grader.  To purchase a new grader from the current lease company was going to run $278023.00.  The committee, Shaun Parks, Wade Adams and Alan Coffey determined that the grader the county has on lease right now was much too large for the type of work the road department does in our county.  The committee spoke with CAT and found a smaller grader that performs just as well as the larger one the county currently has but costed the county $83,000.00 less.  CAT is able to give us the state rate on this purchase.  Martin stated that there was an addition to this new grader, a GPS unit that costs $18460.00, which he believes is an unnecessary cost for Fulton County.  This GPS is more for building new roads, and here in our county we don’t really need that.  Shaun Parks asked Mr. Browning if this was an addition we could add later if the need arises.  Mr. Browning stated that the GPS could be purchased later or that it could be rented for just a period of time.  Martin stated that this will be a purchase for the upcoming fiscal year so the court will vote on this next month.  Leanne Wilkerson asked if we had given notice to terminate the lease on the current grader and Jim Martin stated that the county had.  
Brittany Walsh stated she was at the meeting to appeal the decision to terminate her from the Detention Center.  Jim Martin asked Leanna Wilkerson if this was an issue that needed to be discussed in closed sessions.  Leanne stated the court needed to approve or deny the termination in order for the appeal process to move forward.  Motion was made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the termination of Brittany Walsh.  Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve having an appeal hearing for Brittan Walsh on June 19, 2019 at 9:30 AM.

INRE: Earthquake Insurance Policy Renewal (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 404)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the 2019/2020 Earthquake insurance policy in the amount of $11309.00.  Jim Martin stated that it has increased $222.00 this year.  Hugh Caldwell asked if the increase was reflected in the budget and Jim Martin stated that the budget allowed for a 3% increase.  Tommy Hodges stated that this insurance covers the Courthouse and the Detention Center, but doesn’t include the County Office Building.
INRE: Mid America Health MOU with Fulton County Detention Center (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 405)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the Mid America Health MOU agreement.  Jim Martin asked if this was the Dental Services and Steven Williams stated it was and the funds come out of a pool for services that the jail has with the Health Insurance provider for the inmates.  Jim Paitsel asked if they provide their own equipment, where Steven Williams stated they do.  Steven Williams also stated that the price did not increase this year.  
Steve Williams presented a representative from Advanced Correctional Healthcare, Inc. (ACH) and Southern Health Partners (SHP) to present a proposal for 24-hour nursing staff for the Detention Center health care services for inmates.  ACH has been the current provider of our healthcare for inmates for the last 10 years.  Kourtney Harriford-Green from ACH quoted $687398.00 per year for 36 hours of RN service per week and 132 hours of LPN service per week.  This is based on an average population of 530 inmates in the jail.  The jail currently pays for healthcare coverage in the amount of $521818.98 with a nurse provided by the current company onsite for 112 hours each week.  There is a Practitioner on-call 24-hours a day 7 days a week for any issues that may arise with an inmate’s health and Practitioner also comes to the jail one week daily to see inmates. 
Paula Holden from SHP quoted $726360.00 per year for 40 hours of RN service per week and 168 hours of LPN service per week.  This is based off a population of 530 inmates.  SHP also includes a Practitioner on call 24 hours a day 7 days a week, and comes to the jail one day a week.  
Jim stated he wanted Steven Williams to look over all this information and make a recommendation to the court at Wednesday’s meeting.    
INRE: Copy Machine proposal for Detention Center
Two proposals were presented to the Fiscal Court for copiers to be leased at the Detention Center. The first proposal was from Ricoh, in which they gave two different options.  The second proposal was from Howard D. Happy.  Currently the Detention Center has 42 devices and have decided they will be downsizing the amount of equipment. Hugh Caldwell asked if this was in the current budget and Steven said he will need to check the current budget, but that there was a line item on the upcoming budget. Jim Martin stated that we need to make sure which budget this purchase will be in.  The court asked Steven Williams to come back on Wednesday with a recommendation for the company he would like and the budget year this would be in, and then there would be a vote.  
INRE: Emergency Medical Dispatch Protocol Change
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve that upon receipt of the invoice, the county will pay APCO Computer Software invoice and Tommy can apply from the money from the 911 board.  J L Atwill addressed the court stating CACH-Lite Software is the provider for the dispatch, and there have been few issues with the software not updating information timely or effectively during emergency calls, which reduces the reliability of our dispatch office.
