July 16, 2019
Fulton County Fiscal Court Regular Session was called to order by Judge Exec. Jim Martin at 6:01 PM. The Pledge was led by Wade Adams and invocation was given by Hugh Caldwell. 
Attendance

MINUTES (Rec. Minute BK 2 PG 53 & 56)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the June 17th regular session minutes and the June 19th special session minutes.
COUNTY ATTORNEY’S REPORT 
Rick Major stated that the public is being more aggressive with setting up payment plans to get their delinquent real estate taxes paid.  
COUNTY TREASURER’S REPORT (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 481)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the treasurer’s report.  Hugh Caldwell did ask if the county had been out seeking bids for the county accounts, or if the county will seek bids on these accounts.  Jim Martin stated that we use 2 banks and wondered if we could look at CD’s to move investments around and leave the actual accounts alone.  Jim Paitsel stated the bank should bid on the entire account, and they could customize each part of the account.  Jim Martin asked Leslie what would be the issues if the county changed bank institutions and she replied that the county would have to contact every vendor to change the routing numbers, it could affect the federal grants, all local departments would be effected and it would be a mess.  Paitsel stated that the banks should still bid on this and then decide if they would absorb the cost of swapping all these accounts and vendors.  Hugh Caldwell stated the money market totals have stayed the same and our bank balance is very high. 
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to prepare an invitation to bid on the county bank accounts.  
BUSINESS
INRE: Earthquake Insurance Business Income Quote
Jim Martin stated there was a mistake in the quote that was presented.  The county requested the amount of insurance coverage be equal to the detention center budget (7.5 Million). The insurance company came back with a quote of $3500.00 for only earthquake coverage.  The new proposal would limit the loss income anywhere in the county for 7.5 million for earthquake event, which is still not what the county is looking to have.  KACo has a standard cap of $500,000.00, anything above that cap, the county would require an additional carrier.  The county is looking for a carrier to cover all types of disaster events.    
INRE: Fulton County Clerk Quarterly Report (April-June 2019) (Rec. Order BK 25 PG
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the County Clerk’s 2nd quarter report.    
INRE: Fulton County Clerk newspaper advertisement for delinquent taxes
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the bill for advertising the delinquent tax list. The total of the two ads were $1536.75. 
INRE: Fulton County Sheriff Quarterly Report (April-June 2019) (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 504)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the Sheriff’s 2nd quarter report subject to clarification.  Jim Paitsel asked about item #7, for the amount of $203.73.  Derek Goodson stated that Kayla would need to look into this.  $160 is a bank fee that is currently being reversed. $43 KLEFPF money, and they couldn’t get hold of an auditor to see where this money should go in the budget. 
INRE: Fulton County Detention Center Update for Kitchen Project
The detention center is currently operating out of new kitchen for cooler, freezer and dry storage. 


INRE: Fulton County Detention Center Specifications for Uniforms 
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the solicitation for bid for uniforms for the detention center.  Jim Paitsel asked if there was a state contract for uniforms, Steven Williams stated that he is unaware of any state contract.  Wade Adams asked why we needed 64 units, and Steven Williams stated that is the number of employees he currently has.  
INRE: Kentucky Emergency Management Time & Attendance Report (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 508)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the Kentucky emergency management time and attendance report.  JL Atwill stated this is updated yearly. 
INRE: Designation of Applicant Agent for Emergency Management (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 509)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve JL Atwill as the applicant agent for Fulton County EMS.  This will allow him to apply for FEMA grants and other types of disaster assistance.  
INRE: Contract with DLZ for Small Structure Inspection in Fulton County (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 510)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the DLZ contract.  Jim Paitsel asked if this is something we have to inspect and are these just county bridges.  Jim Martin stated that the State of Kentucky inspects all bridges 20 feet and longer.  There is no inspection in Fulton County for any drainage units beneath our roads or for our bridges smaller than 20 feet.  Department of Transportation has a grant that the county can apply for to have these under 20 foot bridges and culverts up to 36 inches, inspected. This is an 80/20 grant.  The county then gets a recommendation on each structure from the inspector that would include repairing culverts with concrete joints or replacing the structure.
INRE: Discuss Paving of County Roads 
Jim Martin stated the flex & discretionary funds are $614,000.00.  The county already has $284900.00 committed to Palestine & Running Slough roads.  The county has $329105.00 to use on other parts of the county roads, this amount will cover 5.4 miles of paving.  Jim Martin has requested the magistrates get with the road supervisor to make some recommendations to the court.  Then the court can decide whether to use Murray Paving or bid the paving out.  Jim Martin will contact the state to see if the county can bring in a third party to assess our roads.  
INRE: First Reading Fulton County Ordinance 2019-03 Relating to Continuity of Government during         Emergency 
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the 1st reading of the Fulton County Ordinance 2019-03, subject to changing the wording to state in absence of the County Judge Executive, authority goes directly to the Fiscal Court.  Hugh Caldwell said the EM director should be 2nd in line because the EM director is already involved with any disaster as their position requires this.  Jim Martin stated that the EM director would assemble the court and then the court would then be making decisions. Rick Major stated that the KRS states that the court has to be 2nd in line.  
INRE: Fulton County Employees (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 520)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the employees.  The road department has hired Scott Malone at a rate of $16.50/hour, in addition to the other employees being approved.
INRE: Transfers (Rec. Order BK 527)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the transfers. 
INRE: Jail Kitchen Construction Bills (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 529)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the jail kitchen construction bills.  
INRE: Treasurer & Finance Officer’s Quarterly Report & Annual Settlement                                            (Rec. Order BK 25 PG 533)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Shaun Parks, carried by all members present to approve the Treasurer & Finance Officer’s quarterly report and annual settlement.  Audits for 2013-2014 & 2014-2015 have been published. 2016-2017 & 2017-2018 audits are having the response to findings sent to the auditor’s office in order to finish these audits.

Jim Martin stated that there have been several dog complaints.  City of Hickman has reinstated the leash law, and the City of Fulton & City of Hickman now have an animal control person.  Jim Martin would like to contract the animal control on a per call basis to handle any animal control issues.  This would work by the public making a complaint through dispatch, then dispatch sending out the Sheriff to see if the animal falls under the statutes to be picked up by animal control, and the sheriff then calling animal control.  The public would not be directly contacting the animal control.  The county pays each city $3600.00 per year for housing animals picked up from animal control. 
EXECUTIVE CLOSED SESSION 
Motion made by Shaun Parks, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to enter into closed session at 6:52 PM.  
Motion made by Shaun Parks, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to exit closed session at 7:46 PM.
