FULTON COUNTY FISCAL COURT MINUTES
 AUGUST 12, 2019
The Fulton County Fiscal Court met in regular session on Monday, August 12, 2019.  Jim Martin, Fulton County Judge/Executive called the meeting to order at 6:00p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Judge Jim Martin and Hugh Caldwell gave the invocation.  A quorum was established to continue with the meeting.
ATTENDANCE

Present at the meeting was Jim Martin, Jim Paitsel, Wade Adams, Hugh Caldwell, Shaun Parks, Leslie Woods, Alan Coffey and Tommy Hodges.  Naomi T. Jones, Fulton County Clerk was absent.  Media present was Barbara Atwill.  Guests present were Steven Williams, Derek Goodson, J. L. Atwill, David Thomas, and Kenney Etherton.
INRE: Minutes

With Hugh Caldwell making the motion, Wade Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the minutes of the July 14, 2019 regular meeting of the Fulton County Fiscal Court by Naomi T. Jones, Fulton County Clerk.

INRE: Treasurer’s Report

With Wade Adams making the motion, Shaun Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the Treasurer’s Report ending July 31, 2019, by Leslie Woods, Fulton County Treasurer.

BUSINESS 

Kenney Etherton, Executive Director of Fulton County Transit Authority, addressed the Court about the building at 300 Eastwood Drive in Fulton first donated by the Reelfoot Bank combined with the nearby surrounding area into property and donated to the Transit Authority.  The building was originally built as the Transit Authority office, then used as office space for the County of Fulton and Fulton County Economic Development Partnership, and then leased by the Transit Authority again for $1 per year.  The Transit Authority has outgrown its present building and planning expansions, Mr. Etherton was not sure of the exact plans for the building; but assured the Court the property would be used as part of the expansion.
With Caldwell making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court declared the building at 300 Eastwood Drive, Fulton, KY as surplus property with no further use by the County of Fulton, and authorized the transfer of the property to the Fulton County Transit Authority and the Transit Authority paying the costs of transfer.

Judge Martin reported to the Court that huge delays in State Audits for Fulton County in Fiscal Years 2013/2014, 2014/2015, and 2015/2016 caused negative and unnecessary reports for Fulton County.  Errors made could not be corrected since no one knew about the findings until much later.  Some of these problems or weaknesses were caused by former employees of the County and the previous Fiscal Courts.  We should not ignore audit findings; we should look at them and attend to them to make sure that everything is done properly moving forward.  Going forward, we need to demonstrate to the public that the weaknesses in the Audit Report are being addressed and a program to correct these issues will be put in place.  I want to appoint an Audit Committee consisting of Magistrate Caldwell, Magistrate Paitsel, and the County Attorney so future problems do not arise.
Judge Martin reported on the ambulance drive stating that the Fulton County residents outside of the two cities, 568 households in the County, are on water bills and paying the ambulance bill, 510 households are not on water meters and 6% have said they would pay the ambulance charge.  A meeting is planned later this month among County Judge/Executives statewide to develop a plan to present to the State Legislature to help with this problem.  The State Legislature recognizes several things as essential services and must be paid when a bill is received, but unfortunately ambulance service is not one that is recognized.
Judge Martin reported to the Court that a dividend of $11,144.92 was received from KACo for the improvement in the Workman’s Comp report for Fulton County.

With Parks making the motion, Adams second and all voting aye, the Court accepted the dividend from the KACo Insurance for improvements in the Workman’s Comp report with the money to be entered into the General Fund.

INRE: Fulton County Ordinance 2019-03 Continuity of Government 

Judge Martin read in summary Fulton County Ordinance 2019-03; noting the Office of the Judge/Executive is filled by the Governor and the County Clerk is responsible for notifying the Governor of the vacancy; in the event of a national, state, or local emergency and the Judge/Executive is not able to serve, the County Emergency Management Director temporarily administers these duties; if the Judge/Executive is not able to serve due to absence or disability the duties will be temporarily assumed by a member of the Fiscal Court.
With Caldwell making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the second reading of Fulton County Ordinance 2019-03 on the Continuity of Government.
INRE: Request for Proposal – Fulton County Fiscal Court Banking Services

The Court discussed the banking services for the County and agreed to receive Request for Proposals (RFP) among the financial institutions located in Fulton County for the banking services for the county.  This could entail all accounts and credit cards if available for the provider.   Leslie Woods, Fulton County Treasurer, said this would be a difficult task and take some time to accomplish the necessary change for direct deposits, account information, paperwork involved if a proposed change does occur.
INRE: Authorize advertising for Request for Proposal for Fiscal Court Banking Services 

With Caldwell making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the Request for Proposal for banking services with the addition of bank credit cards be sent the financial institutions in Fulton County and authorized the advertising for the Request for Proposals.

INRE: Earthquake Business Income Insurance Quote

The Fiscal Court had asked at a previous meeting to combine business income policy for earthquakes with the general business income policy into one policy.  The company providing the business income coverage would provide the coverage for $25,000.00 annually in addition to the $3,500.00 for the business income insurance for earthquakes.  The insurance provider and the County both thought this amount was too much and would continue to look elsewhere. 
With Parks making the motion, Adams and all voting aye, the Court approved the business income insurance for earthquakes at an annual cost of $3,500.00 submitted by Peel and Holland Insurance of Benton, Kentucky.  

INRE: Contract with Kentucky Emergency Management for Applicant’s Agent

With Parks making the motion, Caldwell second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the contract with Kentucky Emergency Management for Applicant’s Agent.

INRE: County of Fulton Tax Rates 2019/2020

The Court reviewed the proposed tax rates sent by the Kentucky Department of Local Government.  The compensating rate that would generate the same amount of revenue as in the previous year is 13.3c per $100.00 of assessed valuation of all personal property; 13.3c per $100.00 of assessed valuation of inventory; and 13.7c per $100.00 of assessed valuation of real property.  These rates represent a reduction of 13.8 to 13.7 for real property and the 13.3 is the same rate as the previous year.

With Paitsel making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the County of Fulton Tax Rates for 2019/2020 as 13.3c per $100.00 of assessed valuation of all personal property; 13.3c per $100.00 of assessed valuation of all inventory; and 13.7c per $100.00 valuation of real property.
INRE: Fulton County Resolution 2019-06 Designation of FCIDA to receive TVA Funds 
Judge Martin reported to the Court on the TVA-in-lue monies is being used for the purchase of industrial land in Fulton and the railroad line planned to run from Union City, Tennessee to Hickman, Kentucky.  There will be $35000.00 annually for Fulton County from these funds.  With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court adopted Fulton County Resolution 2019-06 by the Fulton County Fiscal Court designating the Fulton County Industrial Authority (TVA) Funds under the Regional Development Agency Assistance Program.   
INRE: Authorize advertising for paving contractor for Fulton County Roads FY 2019/2020

Fulton County has been approved for paving Running Slough Road and Palestine Road under the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet Discretionary Funds program earlier this year.  Alan Coffey, Fulton County Road Supervisor, after meeting with each Magistrate submitted the following roads to be paved this Fiscal Year under the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet FLEX Funds program.  Clinton-Moscow Road, Freeman Road, Sawmill Road.  With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the following county roads to be paved; Running Slough Road, Palestine Road, Clinton-Moscow Road, Freeman Road, and Sawmill Road and authorized the advertising for bids for these paving projects and Fiscal Year 2019/2020.

INRE: FEMA Gravel Project in Upper Bottom Region of Fulton County 

Fulton County Emergency Management has applied to FEMA for monies to make repairs to the following gravel roads in the Fulton County Upper Bottom region caused by the flooding earlier this year: Upper Bottom Road, Salmon Lane, Tom Kesterston Road, Rice Road, and Long Lane.

With Caldwell making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the repairs to following gravel roads in the Fulton County Upper Bottom region caused by the flooding earlier this year; Upper Bottom Road, Salmon Lane, Tom Kesterston Road, Rice Road, and Long Lane, subject to final approval by FEMA.  
INRE: Authorize advertising for FEMA Gravel Project in Upper Bottom

The Court further authorized the advertising for bids for the gravel project.
INRE: Fulton County Detention Center Kitchen Project update

Stephen Williams, Fulton County Jailer, reported to the Court that the Detention Center Kitchen Project was complete and waiting for the Certificate of Occupancy inspection on Tuesday, August 13, 2019.

INRE: Declare 2003 Chevy Venture Van surplus property by Fulton County & transfer to City of Hickman
The Court discussed and agreed declaring 2003 Chevrolet Venture Van, VIN-1GNDX03B33D140245, as surplus property with no further use for the County.  The City of Hickman has requested the van be transferred from the County to the City for their use.

With Adams making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court declared 2003 Chevrolet Venture Van as surplus property and transfer to the City of Hickman with the City of Hickman paying the cost of transfer.

INRE: Hire part-time Fulton County Dog Warden 
With Caldwell making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the hiring of Donnie Evans as the part-time Dog Warden at $12.50 per hour and a minimum of 2 hours per call when called.  The Fulton County Sheriff will have the discretion to determine when the Dog Warden is needed.
INRE: Fulton County Employees

With Parks making the motion, Paitsel second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the following personnel actions:  Anthony Dix, Jr. has been promoted to the rank of Sergeant with his hourly pay increasing from $12.00 per hour to $14.48 per hour effective August 1, 2019 representing compensation for his promotion to Supervisory position; Robert Hulin no longer works at the Detention Center by self-termination with three no call no shows.
INRE: Jail Kitchen Construction Bills
With Adams making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the Jail Kitchen Construction bills for payment.
INRE: Transfers
The Court discussed the transfers; especially the transfer in the Road Fund for services that includes tower rental and Code Red Notification System in the amount of $2,200.00.  The line item did not allow enough for these payments in the 2019/2020 County budget making the transfer of funds necessary.

With Caldwell making the motion, Adams second, and Caldwell, Adams, Parks, and Martin voting aye, Paitsel voting nay; the Court approved the transfers for the General Fund and Road Fund.

INRE: Bills 
The Court discussed the incentive pay submitted by Magistrate Wade Adams.  The submission was made in error and the Court agreed to pay the bill, but noted not to repeat this error.

With Adams making the motion, Paitsel second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the bills to be paid.  This includes $3,600.00 in bills from Lowe’s, Inc. and City of Hickman that were not on the list of bills.
Executive Closed Session 
With Adams making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye, the Court approved entering Executive Closed Session at 7:35 PM for discussion of personnel issues.
With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved returning from Executive Closed Session at 8:15 PM, having taken no action and no decisions made.

With Paitsel making the motion, Caldwell second, and all voting aye to pay the Metropolitan Compounds, Inc. bill in the amount $460.80 to close the account as an incorrect purchase for the Jail; and the amount would be paid to the Jail by the employee making the mistaken purchase.

With Caldwell making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court adjourned at 8:35p.m.
