FULTON COUNTY FISCAL COURT
SPECIAL CALLED SESSION
SEPTEMBER 24, 2019

The Fulton County Fiscal Court met in special session on September 24, 2019.  Jim Martin, Fulton County Judge/Executive called the meeting to order at 9:00a.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Jim Martin and Hugh Caldwell gave the invocation.

ATTENDANCE
Present at the meeting was Jim Martin, Jim Paitsel, Wade Adams, Hugh Caldwell, Shaun Parks, Rick Major, and Tom Hodges.  Naomi Jones, Fulton County Clerk, was absent.  Media present was Barbara Atwill.  Guests present were Alan Coffey, and J. L. Atwill.

BUSINESS
(Rec. Order BK 25 PG 716)
The agreement for $329,105.00 in FLEX funds was received from the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet for paving the following Fulton County Roads:  Clinton-Moscow Road CR1026, Freeman Road CR1105, and 0.89 miles of Sawmill Road beginning at MP .311 extending east to intersection with U.S. Highway 51.
With Adams making the motion, Parks second and all voting aye, the Court approved Resolution and Agreement between the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and Fulton County Fiscal Court for $329,105.00 in FLEX Funds to use for the paving of roads in Fulton County.

Republic Services of Union City, Tennessee, Red River Waste Solution, LLC of Union City, Tennessee, and Freedom Waste/WCA of Mayfield, Kentucky were contacted for a quote on servicing roll off containers for fall clean-up event in Fulton County.  The only quote received was from Republic Services with the proposal of setting one 30yd roll off container at Cayce and one at the County Road Department in Hickman during a 3 or 4 day period beginning Monday, October14, 2019, providing this service for this event one time only for no charge.

[bookmark: _GoBack]With Parks making the motion, Adams second, and all voting aye, the Court approved the proposal from Republic Services of Union City, Tennessee, for a Fulton County fall clean-up event, with the set of one 30yd open top container in Cayce and one at the Fulton County Road Department in Hickman for 3 or 4 days beginning Monday, October 14, 2019, at no charge for this one-time event.

Judge Martin reported to the Court that all of Fulton County was placed under a no burn order as of September 23, 2019, until a sufficient amount of rain to eliminate the danger of burning.
The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet through the Bridging Kentucky program had completed the replacement of a bridge on KY 1909 and bids to be let in October for the replacement of a bridge on KY1128.
Legislation has been pre-filed as HB 517 to increase the Kentucky gasoline tax from $0.26 per gallon to $0.36 per gallon if passed in the next legislative session.
Asked Rick Major to check on the progress of transferring the deed for the property being transferred to the Fulton County Transit Authority.

There was no Executive Closed Session as listed on the agenda.

With Caldwell making the motion, Parks second, and all voting aye the Court adjourned at 9:28a.m.
