The meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Judge Jim Martin. The Pledge was led by Wade Adams and invocation given by Hugh Caldwell.

Minutes (Rec. Minute BK 2 PG 65 & 67)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the minutes for September 16th & September 24th.
County Attorney Report

County Treasurer’s Report (Rec. Order BK 16 PG 13)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the Treasurer’s report. 
Proclamation – Kentucky Extension Homemakers Week
Jim Martin met with the Kentucky Extension Homemakers on the morning of October 14, 2019 and presented a proclamation.  The Homemakers provided baked goods to the County Office building in appreciation for all the County Officials do for Fulton County.  
Business
INRE: Agreement & Resolution between Kentucky Transportation Cabinet & Fulton County Fiscal Court for the non-inventoried structured inspections on bridges in Fulton County                                  (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 25) 
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the agreement & resolution between Kentucky Transportation Cabinet and Fulton County Fiscal Court for non-inventoried structure inspections.  Shaun Miller addressed the Fiscal Court about the small bridges and culvert inspection project. Jim Martin did state the Fulton County does not have any small bridges, just culverts that will be inspected.  He anticipates having the list of structures looked at as soon as possible to insure the County is able to apply for the 80/20 funds. Fulton County gets $80,000.00 a year for structures such as these, and if the funds are not utilized, then they are lost.    The reports will possibly be presented to Fiscal Court in the December meeting.  The contract with DLZ to have the inspection done will cost $10425.00.  The full amount is not owed by Fulton County.  The state of Kentucky will pay $8340.00 and Fulton County will pay $2085.00.  Shaun Miller stated that these structures need to be assessed every five years, though that is not federally mandated. 
INRE: Contract with Murray Paving Company on County Road Paving FY 2019/2020                         (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 99)
Motion made by Jim Paitsel, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the contract with Murray Paving Company.  Fulton County has $329105.00 in Flex Funds.  These funds will be used to fulfill this contract.  There is a possibility that this paving might roll into the spring of 2020 due to colder weather moving into the area.  
INRE: Fulton County Clerk’s Quarterly Report (July –Sept 2019) (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 40)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the Fulton County Clerk’s 3rd Quarter, Quarterly Report.  
INRE: Fulton County Clerk’s Budget Amendment (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 45)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the Fulton County Clerk’s Budget Amendment.  
INRE: Fulton County Sheriff’s Office Quarterly Report (July-Sept 2019) (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 50)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the Fulton County Sheriff’s Office 3rd Quarter, Quarterly Report.  Derek Goodson addressed the court about the amount of transports that the Sheriff’s Office had this month.  This was a slow month.  They did have to utilize a transport company for one inmate at a rate of $1.00 per mile.  
INRE: Treasurer’s Quarterly Report (July-Sept 2019) (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 54)
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the Fulton County Treasurer’s 1st Quarter, Quarterly Report. 
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the Treasurer to write election training checks and Election Day checks.  These checks are always written the day of election, which is prior to the next scheduled Fiscal Court meeting.  
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by Wade Adams and Hugh Caldwell, opposed by Jim Paitsel, to approve the Treasurer to move $348782.46 from the Jail account to the Jail Reserve account.   
INRE: Fulton County Ordinance revision for imposition & administration of 911 emergency service 1st Reading
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the revision of Ordinance 2011-06 to reflect $2.00 fee imposed on the landlines for 911.   This is part of the PSAP preparation the County has to complete.  
INRE: Fulton County Ordinance revision adopting amended Administrative Code for Fulton County 1st Reading
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the 1st reading of the Fulton County Administrative Code.  Second reading will be at the next regular session meeting.  
INRE: Consideration of items to be declared surplus property
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the surplus property list and use GovDeals.com to sell these items for the county, subject to DLG reviewing the contract to verify that it complies with KRS, and to allow the department heads to produce a reserve price on each item in the respective departments.  
INRE: GovDeals.com proposal to market surplus property
GovDeals.com is a web based auction for selling surplus property.  Each item can maintain a reserve to ensure the county will get a fair price for each item.  There is a 12.5% commission applied, GovDeals.com allows that commission to be a buyer’s expense, and they provide training to the county to help with the accounting side of using GovDeals.com.  The county also has the option to set a time frame for the auction, what is not sold is kept by the county.  
INRE: Fulton County Employees (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 79) 
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve the Fulton County Employees.  
INRE: Transfers (Rec. Order BK 26 PG 84)
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Hugh Caldwell, carried by all members present to approve the transfers.  Hugh Caldwell asked if there will be more transfers for the Courthouse repairs.  Leslie stated this was an A/C repair, but if there were more repairs there would be more transfers in the future.  
INRE: Bills
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the Wave invoice for an Administration Fee that each of the four counties pay. 
Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve paying $36125.00 to Woods Communication for the moving of tower and equipment removal, subject to the treasurer receiving all the proper paperwork.  The insurance company was asked to pay Woods Communication directly, but sent the check payable to Fulton County.  
Motion made by Wade Adams, 2nd by Jim Paitsel, carried by all members present to approve the bills.
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Motion made by Hugh Caldwell, 2nd by Wade Adams, carried by all members present to approve shortening the amortization period on the EMS payment to the Jail sinking fund. The county had a bond sale for the Jail Kitchen and loaned a portion of that to the EMS for ambulance equipment at a 3.61% interest rate.  The EMS has been making the payment to the Jail Sinking Fund, as the Bond doesn’t allow for additional payments for the first 10 years.  The County has also been making a 2nd bond payment to the Jail Sinking Fund, as well as the original payment to the bond.  Thus allowing for a build-up of funds in the Jail Sinking Fund to pay to the Bond after the 10 year hold.  This will allow the bond to be paid off a bit over two years early and save the county from paying additional interest.  
Leslie Woods stated that the EMS will be handing out glow ropes for the trick-or-treating again this year.  This is an activity for the EMS Safety Program to receive credit for State compliance.  The County will be purchasing 1500 glow ropes for Fulton and 400 for Hickman in the amount of $527.00.
